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The drawing passed by inheritance in 1828 to Javier Goya, the painter's son, and in 1854 to
Mariano Goya y Goicoechea, the artist's grandson. It was subsequently owned by Valentin
Carderera (ca. 1861) and Mariano Carderera (ca. 1880). In 1886 it was acquired from Mariano
Carderera by the General Direction of Public Instruction and was assigned to the Prado Museum,
where it entered on 12 November 1886.

ANALISIS ARTISTICO

This preparatory drawing for the Caprices, which was never engraved, depicts a young woman
dressed as a maja in the centre of the composition, while behind her a man, also young,
gesticulates holding only his right leg in an attempt to conquer the lady, who makes a coy gesture.
According to Gassier, Goya wanted the mordacity of satire and its social extension.
